This project addressed an emergency situation invelving the sudden collapse of an
abandoned underground coal mine creating two open subsidences near the yard of a
family residence.

The north subsidence is about 2 feet in diameter by 7-8 feet deep. Both subsidences
have slanted openings, thus the total depth can not be determined. Both have vertical
sides and active erosion taking dirt deeper underground into the coal mine void
underneath.

FY 2010 AML SIMPLIFIED GRANT - The foliowing is the status report on the submitted projects:

1. Shouse - 251 {Rogers County)
All reclamation work has been completed and the site has been planted. The project will be
monitored per AML Program guidelines. Extreme heat in summer of 2011 and lack of rain may
require the site to be re-planted.

2. Azbill - 246 {Rogers County)
All reclamation work has been completed and the site has been planted. It will be monitored
until 70 percent vegetation is established and per AML Program Guidelines.

3. Reves Phase 2 South - 101 (Sequoyah County)
The contractor, Goad & Sons Construction LLC, was issued a Notice to Proceed on January 6,
2011, with a contract time of 400 calendar days and a completion date of February 20, 2012. As
of January 25, 2012, the contractor, Goad & Sons Construction LLC, has completed approximately
92 percent of the work in 97 percent of the contract time. The contractar’s progress is being
monitored closely. The OCC has sent the contractor a letter requesting a work plan to outline
how they intend to complete the work on time.

4. Peevyhouse - 140 {Haskell County)
As stated previously, OCC AML staff met with DCS and the contractor to discuss a change order to
the contract . It was decided that OCC would surveyed the area where the mine spoil was
removed and placed in the water-filled strip pit and a change order would be prepared from the
results of the survey. The survey has been completed and OCC is compliling the resulis.

5. Bates/Fullerton - 259 (Rogers County)
The contractor, fra M. Green Construction, was issued a Notice to Proceed on December 1, 2011,
with a contract time of 252 days and a completion date of August 19, 2012. As of January 25, the
contractor has completed approximately 5 percent of the work in 22 percent of the contract
time.
