FY 2010 AML SIMPLIFIED GRANT - The following is the status report on the submitted projects:

1. Shouse - 251 {Rogers County)
All reclamation work has been completed and the site has been planted. The site will be
monitored for vegetation success due to extreme heat in 2011.

2. Azbili - 246 (Rogers County)
All reclamation work has been completed and the site has been planted.

3. Reves Phase 2 South - 101 {Sequoyah County)
Project completion date was March 5, 2012. The contractor has filed a formal protest with DCS
for additional expenses for moving more fill material than the original contract. On April 24 C.H.
Guernsey Engineering Company took some cross sections {partial survey) to verify the
contractor's claim. The OCC has yet to receive the survey information from C.H. Guernsey.

4, Peevyhouse - 140 {Haskell County)
The contractor has failed to complete the work at the site. The OCC will bid the remaining work.

5. Bates/Fullerton - 259 (Rogers County)
The contractor, Ira M. Green Construction, was issued a Notice to Proceed on December 1, 2011,
with a contract time of 252 days and a completion date of August 19, 2012. As of May 23, the
contractor has completed approximately 65 percent of the work in 65 percent of the contract
time.
