INVITATION TO BID
GENERAL PURPOSE FINANCIAL STATEMENT COMPILATION


The District Name Conservation District is inviting proposals from certified public accounting firms approved to perform government audits who are interested in performing a general-purpose financial statement Compilation for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2024.

Objectives:

The District Name Conservation District wishes to meet the following objectives as a result of the general-purpose financial statement Compilation:

1. To comply with Title 27A of the Oklahoma Statutes, Section 3-3-104.

2. To determine that management assertions regarding economic actions and events embodied in the financial statements are verifiable, properly classified and disclosed.

3. To determine the extent to which management assertions conformed to established criteria, standards, rules, regulations, and statutes of the State of Oklahoma.

4. To communicate to the District Name Conservation District the auditor’s conclusions, called an auditor’s report or opinion, as to the fairness that its financial statements present financial position, results of operations, and changes in financial positions as of June 30.

5. To communicate to the District Name Conservation District the auditor’s conclusions, called a management letter, regarding any existing weaknesses in accounting, fiscal procedures, or internal control, and any other matters that may come to their attention, together with any recommendations for correction or improvements.

Completion Date:

A completion date of November 1, 2024 is a mandatory completion date and will not be extended.  The term completion date is defined as the completion of all related requirements as set forth below.

Requirements:

1. The performance of financial statement compilation shall be in accordance with generally accepted governmental auditing standards (GAGAS) and the industry audit guide.  The Auditor shall determine whether the financial statements present fairly their financial position, results of operations, and changes in financial position as of June 30.  Said financial statement audit shall include all funds belonging to or under control of the District Name Conservation District.

2. The Compilation shall result in and be made up of at least:

· An auditor’s report or opinion as to the fairness with which financial statements present fairly financial position, results of operations, and changes in financial position as of June 30.  Additionally, the auditor’s report or opinion should indicate that any supplemental information included as a part of the basic financial statements is fairly stated in all material respects to the basic financial statements.

· Reviewed financial statements consisting of balance sheets as of June 30 and the related statements of changes in fund balances and current fund revenues, expenditures and other changes for the year ended.

· A report on internal control identifying any existing weaknesses in accounting, fiscal procedures, or internal control, and any other matters that may come to the auditor’s attention, together with any recommendations for corrections and improvements in relation to each operation and program identified above.

· A report on compliance with applicable laws and regulations.

3. 5 bound copies of the reviewed financial statements and related auditor’s reports shall be provided by the auditor.

4. At the conclusion of the compilation, the auditor shall, if needed or requested, meet with the District Name Conservation District in person or via video or teleconference, to present the audit reports, or other comments or suggestions, and any other findings.

5. Audit work papers and reports shall be retained by the auditor for a minimum of three years from the date of the auditor’s report, unless the auditor is notified otherwise in writing by the Conservation District.

6. A copy of the financial statement audit/compilation must be filed with the State Auditor and Inspector, Audit Filing and Registration Department.  2401 N. W. 23rd St., Suite 39, P.O.
